This is a reconstructed archive of the original ChappaquaPoison.com — a true crime reporting project

comprised of women journalists, researchers, and creative professionals who set out to document a story

about tech CEOs, spies, drugs, kidnapping, billionaire fraudsters, and one little girl.

The project was built around a podcast and animated graphic novel. It combined original investigative

reporting with archived posts from the Stevie♥Evie blog and essays from A Brie Grows in Brooklyn, a

personal blog written by one of the Walsh sisters about growing up in the family.

What Happened

In late 2021, the journalists behind Chappaqua Poison received a threat stating that continuing the

reporting project would be putting themselves in "harm's way." The threat was examined to determine

whether it constituted a credible death threat. Actions were immediately taken to protect the identities

and safety of the journalist contributors.

The producers of the podcast released a statement:

We are deeply disappointed but not surprised by the variety of efforts to stop this podcast from

airing — and the inexplicable shut down of Facebook/Instagram ad accounts without the same

appeal processes granted to everyone else. While we know we have the right to report on any

and all corruption and injustices, we also must protect ourselves at this time until we are able to

ascertain the scope of the abuse of power that is currently underway.

Protecting our staff is our number one priority and after seeing the manipulation and criminal

activity possible from some of the powerful subjects referenced in the podcast, and the influence

held by these individuals, an abundance of caution is required for the safety of the staff and

company moving forward.

The journalists — who had worked at VICE News, The Guardian, Al Jazeera, the United Nations, and

other outlets — all left the project, scared by the threat and the realization that they were now subject to a

gag order. Their names were replaced with numbered titles ("Journalist #1," "Journalist #2," etc.) out of

an abundance of caution and safety.

The Gag Order

Around the same time as the threat, the Westchester Family Court moved to silence the reporting. On

November 5, 2021, the Hon. Michelle I. Schauer entered an "Order on Default" — a gag order —

restraining Dad from posting blogs and displaying Evie's likeness, and directing that existing postings,

blogs and likenesses be "erased, deactivated and deleted."

The order was entered on default — meaning it was issued without the respondent presenting opposition

or appearing in court. The gag order did not address, nor was it issued in response to, any finding of

falsehood in the content. It targeted the child's likeness and the "disparagement" of the Walsh family.

Dad appealed. On March 22, 2023, the Appellate Division struck down the blanket deletion provision as

unconstitutional, ruling it was not narrowly tailored as required for a prior restraint on speech. The higher

court also found that the lower court's characterization of the proceedings as a "default" was false — the

proceedings were contested, not defaulted.

This Archive

This archive preserves what remains of the Chappaqua Poison reporting project. It includes original

investigative posts, evidence, court document summaries, depositions, and archived content from the

StevieLovesEvie blog and A Brie Grows in Brooklyn. Some minor edits have been made for formatting, but

the content is otherwise a true representation of the original archive.

The story matters. The evidence matters. And the journalists who were silenced deserved better.

Court Upholds Verdict in Walsh v. Russell, Setting Precedents for
Implied Consent in Drugging, Battery, and Domestic Violence

The First District Court recently affirmed the judgment against Walsh in a complex case involving charges

of battery, intentional infliction of emotional distress, and domestic violence.

In a decision that legal experts say will have far-reaching implications, the court recently affirmed the

judgment against Walsh in a complex case involving charges of battery, intentional infliction of emotional

distress, and domestic violence. The case revolved around Walsh's drugging of Russell without his

consent.Battery and the Question of 'Implied Consent'One of the most salient aspects of this case is

Walsh's defense against the battery charge, where she posited that Russell had rendered "implied

consent" to being drugged. The court's analysis was unequivocal in dismissing this argument, stating that,

"Walsh argues only that Russell rendered implied consent. Unaided by Piedra and Saxena, Walsh’s

argument challenging the sufficiency of the evidence for battery comprises a series of assertions

unsupported by any legal authority or citations to the record."Walsh cited two cases in her defense: Piedra

v. Dugan (2004) 123 Cal.App.4th 1483 and Saxena v. Goffney (2008) 159 Cal.App.4th 316. However, the

court pointed out that these were irrelevant to her argument. According to the judgment, "In both Piedra

and Saxena, the defendants were medical doctors and the legal analysis in those cases related to signed

consent forms by which the plaintiffs or their guardians expressly consented to medical treatment."In

doing so, the court essentially closed the door on the loosely-defined concept of "implied consent" as a

valid legal defense in cases involving allegations of battery, especially where medication or drugging is

concerned. This narrows the scope for defendants in future similar cases to rely on the ambiguity of

implied consent.Intentional Infliction of Emotional DistressThe judgment also delved deep into the

sufficiency of the evidence for the intentional infliction of emotional distress. Citing Christensen v.

Superior Court (1991) 54 Cal.3d 868, 903, the court listed the elements of this tort as: “(1) extreme and

outrageous conduct by the defendant with the intention of causing, or reckless disregard of the probability

of causing, emotional distress; (2) the plaintiff’s suffering severe or extreme emotional distress; and (3)

actual and proximate causation of the emotional distress by the defendant’s outrageous conduct.”The

court then elaborated, "Here, Walsh’s extreme and outrageous conduct consisted of her drugging Russell’s

wine without his knowledge or consent." It further established Walsh's culpability by indicating that she

had “reckless disregard for the probability of causing emotional distress,” as she was aware of Russell's

belief that he was being drugged and the distress it was causing him.The Legal Landscape of Domestic

ViolenceDomestic violence was another key issue addressed in the verdict. According to Civil Code section

1708.6, "A person is liable for the tort of domestic violence if the plaintiff proves both of the following

elements: [¶] (1) The infliction of injury upon the plaintiff resulting from abuse, as defined in subdivision

(a) of Section 13700 of the Penal Code. [¶] (2) The abuse was committed by the defendant, a person

having a relationship with the plaintiff."The court concluded that Walsh had committed abuse by placing

Russell "in reasonable apprehension of imminent serious bodily injury," referencing Penal Code, § 13700,

subd. (a). This led to the symptoms of "withdrawal and neuropathy" that Russell experienced.The court

explained that Walsh offered another explanation for those symptoms, namely Russell’s pre-existing

"mental health issues," but rebuffed it by stating, "‘where two or more different inferences can reasonably

be drawn from the evidence, this court is without power to substitute its own inferences for those of the

[trier of fact].’" citing Escobar v. Flores (2010) 183 Cal.App.4th 737, 752.Final Judgment and Its

ImplicationsThe court's final disposition was a complete affirmation of the initial judgment: "The

judgment is affirmed. Russell is entitled to recover his costs on appeal."By upholding the verdict on all

counts, the court has made a profound statement about the sufficiency of evidence needed in similar

cases, especially involving battery, emotional distress, and domestic violence. Legal scholars and analysts

are pointing to the case's implications on the standards of "implied consent" and how it could affect future

legal arguments in similar situations.This case serves as a critical reference point for those advocating for

stricter interpretations of consent and provides a roadmap for legal practitioners navigating the intricate

issues of emotional distress and domestic violence.Given the complexity and the sensitivity of the issues at

hand, this decision is not only legally significant but also serves as a social commentary on the standards

of conduct expected in relationships and broader society.

Court-Appointed Social Worker's Perspective on Walsh Family
Intimidation

Below is a summary of a court-appointed social worker whose job was to facilitate the visitation of

Stephen Russell and his daughter, and the dramatic events that occurred at the Walsh family estate during

a scheduled drop-off. Her full signed statement is in the PDF document below the summary. Social

Worker Account - Read and reported by Journalist #20:00/4:501×Note: After the social worker detailed

her experience of being harassed and scared at the Walsh family estate, and gave her account of the

disorganization of the court, she was fired from the case by the Westchester County Family Court. by

Journalist #2In mid-September 2019, Stephen Russell called a social worker named Claudette LaMelle to

set up a supervised visit with his daughter, Evie. This was the first Ms. LaMelle had heard about the visit –

she hadn’t received a court order. The next day, she got a text from Tara Walsh, Evie’s mom, for the same

reason. She still hadn’t received any official notification, but they made tentative plans for Ms. LaMelle to

pick up Evie from her home in Chappaqua, New York, for a visit with Mr. Russell. The first visit would be

that Saturday, September 21. Later the same day, Ms. LaMelle got the court order, but it was missing the

necessary signatures. Two more court orders followed, this time signed, so she got in touch with Evie’s

parents to lock in plans for late afternoon Saturday, despite the poorly arranged paperwork by the court.  

When Ms. LaMelle arrived Saturday afternoon, she was let into the driveway through an electronic gate,

where Evie’s grandfather met her. Ten minutes after the appointment was supposed to begin, Ms. Walsh

and Evie arrived, “explaining they had been to a party in Harlem,” as Ms. LaMelle later wrote in her

report. Evie’s mom changed her and packed a bag, and Ms. LaMelle left with the child.It took Evie some

time to warm up to her dad, given it had been a while since she’d seen him, but he’d brought his dog,

Milly, which helped. Soon she was sitting in his lap, playing with toys and the dog. Ms. LaMelle wrote that

“both dad and Evie seemed to have a happy time.” When it was time to go, Mr. Russell cleaned Evie up

and changed her diaper. The plan was to drop Mr. Russell off, then take Evie back to her mom’s house,

but Evie got upset when Mr. Russell got out of the car so Ms. LaMelle told him to climb back in and she’d

drop him off after taking Evie home. This was better for Ms. LaMelle, too: it was dark by this point, and

the area was badly lit. For Mr. Russell though, it wasn’t an option. He had a protection order regarding the

Walsh family, so he said he’d come as far as the road outside the house. Ms. LaMelle pulled up on the road

outside the Walsh residence to let him out, and noticed a dark car, with its lights off and windows tinted,

parked in the bushes. She assumed it was Evie’s grandfather coming to pick her up, as had been the plan,

so she got Evie out of her car and walked toward the vehicle. The window was rolled down slightly, so she

could see the top of a man’s face, and another man in the passenger seat. One of them shouted “who are

you?” and then asked who else was in the car. Startled, Ms. LaMelle took a step back. “Caught off guard by

this person I replied ‘my husband’ out of fear,” she wrote. “Their voices were becoming more aggressive

and menacing with each question and I was becoming more alarmed.” Shaken, she quickly went back to

her car, set Evie on the front passenger seat, and drove toward the gate. Ms. LaMelle dropped Evie with

Ms. Walsh, gave her a quick rundown of the visit and left, feeling “unnerved.”  Mr. Russell was waiting for

her on the road where she’d left him, and asked if she was okay. She wasn’t. She told him she’d “never

experienced such shear [sic] fright as what [she] had just gone through.” We can’t know for certain who

was in the car, but we have a good idea they were connected to the Walsh family and likely related based

on evidence provided. That night, Ms. Walsh texted Ms. LaMelle, asking who else had been in the car with

her, and telling her that Mr. Russell wasn’t allowed on the property. Two days later, on Monday, Ms.

Walsh’s attorney called. He told her Ms. Walsh had complained about the visit, and the fact that Evie’s

dad was in the car for the dropoff. Ms. LaMelle tried to explain that he never set foot on the property, and

that the court order didn’t say he wasn’t allowed in the car, but the attorney wasn’t interested in this

explanation. She was told she had violated the court order and was off the case, despite the fact that she

had not.Bungled paperwork, intimidation of a woman alone in the dark carrying a child, getting fired off

the case for following protocol, and an attempt to manufacture a chaotic situation in what should have

been a basic pickup/dropoff; Chaos and fear is a reoccurring theme when it comes to the Walsh family

and their allies in the family court system. When asked for a follow-up comment on this, Ms. LaMelle

replied that she was prohibited from commenting further at this time. Read the full letter below:

A summary of the restraining order filed against Tara Walsh by Stephen Russell. It can be read in full,

below the summation. The highlights of this order show a view of the tumultuous and abusive behaviors

he endured.Part 10:00/3:021×Part 20:00/2:371×by Journalist #3On July 9, 2018, Stephen Russell

submitted a declaration to the San Francisco Family Court requesting a restraining order against Tara

Walsh as part of their child custody case. Mr. Russell outlined his relationship with Ms. Walsh, her erratic

behaviors and diagnosis of Borderline Personality Disorder, and the dangers she’d posed to him and their

daughter, Evie. He requested that Evie be returned to him in San Francisco and that the court grant him

temporary physical custody with supervised visits by Ms. Walsh until permanent custody was decided. He

also asked the court to expedite determining who has jurisdiction, New York or California, and ordering a

mediation between him and Ms. Walsh to decide permanent custody.The text of the full declaration can

be found here.Mr. Russell’s declaration begins with his relationship with Ms. Walsh in the lead up to

Evie’s birth. They had been living together in San Francisco when Mr. Russell describes Ms. Walsh

throwing a full bottle of wine at his head in an attempt to harm him physically. This was one in many

instances that he found she acted dangerously and erratically. They separated and Ms. Walsh moved back

to New York to live in Brooklyn. It was after her move that Ms. Walsh announced she was pregnant. Mr.

Russell temporarily moved to Brooklyn.Mr. Russell stayed in Brooklyn until Ms. Walsh gave birth to their

daughter, Evie, on January 27, 2018. He then returned to San Francisco for work. He requested to Ms.

Walsh that she and Evie move back with him. He wanted to give their relationship another try but felt

they needed distance from Ms. Walsh’s family to be able to do so. If their relationship did not work out, at

least he would be able to better support her and Evie if they all lived in San Francisco together.Ms. Walsh

had two conditions for the move: she would live with Mr. Russell for at least six months and she wouldn’t

have to work. They agreed and less than two months after Evie’s birth, they were all back in San

Francisco.Ms. Walsh moved with Evie and the majority of her belongings back across the country where

Mr. Russell set her up with everything she needed. He paid for a concierge doctor, hired a nanny, found

them a penthouse apartment to live in together and more.However, soon after their arrival, Ms. Walsh

began acting erratically and dangerously. It reminded Mr. Russell of the period that led to their separation

before her pregnancy but this time it was worse and he was worried about Evie’s safety as well.Ms. Walsh

was verbally abusive and admitted to drugging Mr. Russell’s drinks, an act witnessed by their nanny and

documented in San Francisco courts:Excerpt from Evie's nanny Abrehet Tedla's sworn statementShe

threatened suicide multiple times, and had delusional episodes. During one of those delusional episodes,

Evie was injured while under the care of Ms. Walsh. Evie fell to the ground from three feet off the floor, hit

her head and needed to go to the hospital for medical attention.Excerpt from Evie's nanny Abrehet Tedla's

sworn statementNote: This was not the first time a child had to be taken to the hospital while under Ms.

Walsh’s care. A blog post from Ms. Walsh’s sister Brie detailed a time when Brie’s daughter had to be

rushed to the hospital after Ms. Walsh’s prescription pills’ blue residue was found on the child’s

mouth.Excerpt from an email disclosed to Chappaqua Poison - From Brie Walsh to Tara Walsh (and CC

other members of the Walsh family)At the advice of the concierge doctor and Ms. Walsh’s mother, Mr.

Russell arranged an emergency intervention for Ms. Walsh with a psychiatrist. The psychiatrist diagnosed

her with Borderline Personality Disorder with sociopathic traits – a diagnosis that Mr. Russell found out

later Ms. Walsh had known for years – and recommended she enter a residential care program or

something similar.When Mr. Russell told Ms. Walsh that she should enter a residential care program, she

fired the psychiatrist. She then tried to run away with Evie back to New York. Mr. Russell called her

parents for help and they convinced her to return home.In response to Ms. Walsh’s attempt to leave with

his daughter, Mr. Russell filed a parentage petition in San Francisco. Ms. Walsh was served with the

petition on June 5, 2018.Under the petition, if either Ms. Walsh or Mr. Russell wanted to take Evie out of

California, they had to get written permission from the other parent or get a court order. After speaking

with Ms. Walsh and her dad, he gave her permission to make a short visit to New York with Evie. They

agreed she would stay with her parents and work with her former therapist in New York on her diagnosis.

The trip would last no longer than three weeks.However, after Ms. Walsh and Evie left for New York, it

quickly became clear to Mr. Russell that she had no intentions of returning. In late June, Ms. Walsh’s dad

confirmed his suspicions. Ms. Walsh would not be returning to San Francisco and had filed a restraining

order against him in Westchester County.Note: A lawsuit has been filed against Ms. Walsh for the

kidnapping of their daughter Evie. Ms. Walsh called and texted Mr. Russell with conflicting messages

during this time. She told him she loved him and was sorry but then said she’d called hotlines to plant

false evidence of domestic abuse against him to make things “very messy” for him. She complained about

living with her parents and said she wanted to return to him but then filed a request with the San

Francisco courts that New York be given jurisdiction over the case because she claims she had  only been

visiting San Francisco and not living there, despite doing a change of address and moving her belongings

to San Francisco. Finally, Ms. Walsh asked him to come visit. When he agreed to and reached out to her

father about it, both Ms. Walsh and her father went silent.In his declaration, Mr. Russell makes his case

that he should have custody of Evie and that the jurisdiction should remain in San Francisco. Mr. Russell

disputed Ms. Walsh’s claims that he’d manipulated her into going to San Francisco, pointed out

inconsistencies in her narrative about where she resides, and provided evidence that she’d set up

residency in California. He described multiple instances of dangerous erratic behavior with documented

evidence to corroborate and refuted her claims that he did things such as hire private security to spy on

her. He also denied her claims of domestic violence saying that she was the one who was a danger to their

daughter and that even her parents won’t let her live outside of their house because they fear for Evie’s

safety.Note: A battery case was brought against Tara Walsh in a San Francisco civil court by Stephen

Russell. Earlier this month, a guilty verdict was handed down by a jury. Mr. Russell won his case and was

awarded nearly $400,000 in damages due to the extraordinarily heinous nature and premeditation of the

abuse perpetrated against him.

Her words paint a picture of abuse, isolation, anger, torment, and sadness throughout her years in

the Walsh family - the family with which Stephen Russell's 4-year-old  daughter currently resides. Some of

these blog posts have been deleted but can be found using an internet archive. "Aunt Brie plays a vital role

in this story. Despite being her sister's at-times enemy and at-times confidant, Brie's role is largest when

her blog -- A Brie Grows in Brooklyn, provides clear, honest insight into the Walsh Family dynamic. Her

recollections date from present-day all the way back to their childhoods."  - Excerpt from

StevieLovesEvie.comMarch 29, 2019Despite being a well-behaved child in public, Brie remembers life at

home being “like a horror movie” due to her mother’s strict parenting and unstable moods. She worries

that these experiences have informed her own parenting.January 21, 2018The sisters sometimes try to

remember why their mother treated them as badly as she did. Brie worries about whether her experiences

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being hit as a child will impact the way she treats her own daughter, who shares her strong will. November

11, 2017Despite growing up with Catholic teachings encouraging people to “turn the other cheek,” Brie is

concerned about anger issues she inherited from her parents. This includes both her father’s quick

temper, and her mother’s tendency to “ice” people out of her life when they displeased her.September 11,

2014Brie remembers hysterically crying on a few occasions throughout her life. It appears it was because

of her own internal stress after years growing up in an abusive home, where she was constantly trying to

keep her mother happy. February 15, 2013Brie has a complicated relationship with alcohol. At eight years

old, her mother forced her to drink a shot of whiskey and instilled in her that she had no choice but to

become an alcoholic, creating a lifelong fear. The issue of drinking still causes arguments in her own life as

an adult with a family of her own. August 30, 2010Brendan Walsh creates and sends emails to their

grandmother as a cruel on-going joke, including a blackmail-tinted request for money on behalf of the

“Physically Deformed Society.” He includes an ableist altered photo of himself as part of his attempt to

troll and confuse her for a laugh. November 16, 2010A day in Manhattan with Brie’s brother Brendan. He

doesn’t usually interact with Brie because of the way she treated him when they were younger, but when

they talk they have interesting conversations. After grabbing lunch in Grand Central, they met up with

Tara. On the subway they encountered a mentally ill man, and decided to follow him to “make him

paranoid.” The sisters bicker as the group looks for bubble tea in Chinatown, which her brother pays for,

promising to invoice their father for the expensesSeptember 19, 2013Brie feels like she fails in all aspects

of her life, while her sister is a “24-hour party” who’s fun to be around but can’t hold down a job,

apartment or female friendships. April 28, 2013Brie reflects on her family’s wealth and how her parents

got rich thanks to her dad’s notorious Wall Street activities.  They went from sleeping in apartments with

weapons under the pillow to a sparkling mansion on a seven-acre plot of land. July 16, 2019Brie discusses

adventures potty training her daughter, Cleo, and worries she’ll continue to have accidents until her

teenage years. This comes from Brie’s own experience wetting the bed until she was 16, which she blames

on the fact that her father wouldn’t take kindly to her waking up in the middle of the night. June 17, 2019A

reflection on how parenthood challenges people with a history of abuse to either change themselves or

continue the cycle. Brie doesn’t want to hit or scream at, or medicate her daughter like her parents did to

her, but worries that she doesn’t have the tools to do this. June 4, 2019Sometimes Brie lets her short

temper get the best of her, a trait she believes she inherited from her father.December 28, 2018Brie

describes her father working on Wall Street, and moving into bigger and bigger homes until they lived in a

 mansion built in 1781. It was so large it made her uncomfortable, isolated, and she missed the closeness

of their first small apartment. August 27, 2018According to Brie, her sister called Child Protective Services

on their parents more than 35 times. When she told her parents, they were not supportive. To Brie, the

blog is an alternative to therapy, and possibly a way to help other people with “fucked up families.”

San Francisco Jury Finds Walsh Guilty of Drugging, Domestic Abuse
& Intentional Infliction of Emotional Harm

Four years of denials and delay culminated in a five day trial in San Francisco the week of February 14,

2022. After deliberating over the Presidents Day Weekend, the jury ruled on the causes of action before it

including battery, domestic abuse and more.Did Tara Walsh "Drug" Stephen Russell repeatedly and

commit "Battery?" YESDid Tara Walsh commit "Domestic Abuse" against Mr. Russell?YESWas Tara

Walsh's conduct "Outrageous?"YESThe judgment included loss, suffering and punitive damages totaling

around $400,000 though the number could go higher. Still pending from the Court is a separate finding

regarding Walsh's attempts to avoid a mental health evaluation and the filing of false claims against Mr.

Russell. Ms. Walsh's counter claims were dismissed "with prejudice."The New York Courts have declined

to comment on the ruling, or the kidnapping Mr. Russell's daughter from San Francisco. While the trial of

Ms. Walsh was pending, the Westchester Court elected to accept Walsh's version of events despite the

overwhelming evidence to the contrary."We are very pleased with the verdict and expect Judge Schauer

and the Westchester Court to take judicial notice of the ruling. The facts in this case have always been very

clear for those willing to look. A judgment like this doesn't leave much room for interpretation," said Mr.

Russell, adding "It's never too late to do the right thing."

-- Chappaqua Poison, a true crime podcast and animated graphic novel about the criminal activities of

members of a wealthy Chappaqua family and the scandals of the local family court system, has been

postponed for now. According to its producers, after encountering several roadblocks - including an

inexplicable cascading shut down of almost all associated social media ad accounts during the peak of

audience exposure - and feeling increased pressure from Westchester Family Court, who has moved to put

a gag order on one of the central subjects of the reporting, the decision to delay its release was made.

However, a trove of reference materials and evidence with accompanying artwork is now available on the

website www.chappaquapoison.com.Cold Plum Media, LLC and its producers of the podcast released the

following statement:We are deeply disappointed but not surprised by the variety of efforts to stop this

podcast from airing - and the inexplicable shut down of Facebook/Instagram ad accounts without the

same appeal processes granted to everyone else. While we know we have the right to report on any and all

corruption and injustices, we also must protect ourselves at this time until we are able to ascertain the

scope of the abuse of power that is currently underway. Protecting our staff is our number one priority

and after seeing the manipulation and criminal activity possible from some of the powerful subjects

referenced in the podcast, and the influence held by these individuals, an abundance of caution is required

for the safety of the staff and company moving forward. Those wanting to know the range of evidence,

reference materials, and reporting in the meantime, can visit the website. What was set to be a thoughtful,

well-researched, fact-driven, episodic audio narrative will now be a revealed collection of information for

all to see and draw their own conclusions on the crimes and misconduct of the poisonously powerful. Our

hope is to launch the podcast in the near future when it is safe to do so.Additional information is set to

appear on the website daily as the media company awaits a response from the court regarding their most

recent actions.

Court Investigates Abuse

A 70 page motion detailing a long history of abuse at the Walsh household of children was presented to

the Court and CPS in New York.

For details of Walsh Family Abuse, please review The Abuse overview. Below excerpts from the filing to

Child Protective Services and the Courts. From the S E Archive:Background: A long history of abuse at

the Walsh HouseholdTara Walsh was largely estranged from her parents during our three-year

relationship. As a child she was ‘diagnosed’ with the same hereditary disorder as the rest of her siblings –

both biological and adopted – and sued (her parents) for emancipation with the help of her Aunt (Exhibit

1). Tara, however, denied this in a sworn affidavit (Exhibit 2) even though it had been documented in

multiple places and been a topic of conversation with my Mother, Linda Russell, just a few months prior.

(Exhibit 3). Brienne Walsh-Zipperer, Tara’s sister, talks about the aftermath:"Let me tell you — it was

fucking awful. I don’t think one of my brothers has ever recovered from it, or forgiven me. Our house was

dead for ten years after."- Brienne Walsh recounts the aftermath of the Walsh Family Case (Exhibit

4)Brienne Walsh-Zipperer is estranged from the family and confirmed in her recent deposition that her

childhood was, in fact, abusive (Exhibit 5). She has chronicled for over a decade the family’s abusive

behavior and dysfunction in her blog “A Brie Grows in Brooklyn.” A few excerpts are listed below:On

Maura Walsh:�  "I had an abusive childhood, and abusive situations are what I crave." "When I was

younger, if I told my mom that I was angry at her, she sometimes punched me, she sometimes stopped

feeding me [...]” (Exhibit 6)�  "Mom punished us both for being strong willed. We were hit. When I’m

angry how do I diffuse the anger away from Cleo? How do I protect her?” (Exhibit 7)�  "I grew up with

the fear of alcoholism instilled in my heart by my mother, who gave me a shot of whiskey when I was 8-

years-old and said to me, 'Isn’t that disgusting? You know you’re an alcoholic, right?'" (Exhibit 8)�

 Brienne had her first breakdown at school in 8th grade and largely contributes it to, “Modifying my

behavior to keep the abusive situation at home under control, which meant trying to make my mother

happy. I never talk about my childhood being "abusive," which it was.” (Exhibit 9)On Steve Walsh:�  "I

peed the bed until I was 16, and part of the reason for that was that if I couldn't fall asleep at night, my

father used to make me go sit at the kitchen table so that I wouldn't keep on waking him up" (Exhibit

10)�  "Because sometimes I do lose my temper, I act lesser than, I let my worst self get the best of me, I

can also be a fucking asshole... Every day, I struggle to suppress this part of myself, the part of myself I get

from my dad." (Exhibit 11)�  "Last night, I received a huge package from my dad. I was at tennis practice

when it arrived. Caleb called me to tell me about it. My parents have not spoken to me in over a year. No

letters, no phone calls, no presents for the kids for their birthdays, or holidays. No packages. I started

crying. “I don’t want to open it,” I said, because I knew that it was not a gift, but instead, some sort of

emotional bomb. Caleb opened it for me. “It’s your wedding dress,” he said. I never learned from anyone

that I was enough. I got home, and Caleb was waiting at the door for me with the kids." (Exhibit 12)On the

aftermath:�  "I don't want to be an abusive parent. I don’t want to be a screamer, or a hitter. I don’t want

Cleo to have an eating disorder, or a complex, or be medicated from the time she can pee in an adult

toilet." (Exhibit 13)�  “No therapist has ever been able to heal this sadness I feel over the fucked up things

that have happened in my family.” (Exhibit 14)�  "I think of the images I post on my own Instagram. In

the pool with my big, good- looking family. On our big family estate. And I think how those images lie so

hard." (Exhibit 15)Meanwhile the Walshes have “adopted” two Korean girls, in a kind of do-over. The

girls, like dolls, were regularly forced to dress alike despite being three years apart, even as teenagers. This

became a hot topic of gossip amongst Chappaqua natives (Exhibit 16)Brienne wrote that “the twins”

responded to abuse at their home in much the same way that she and Tara had,“They are not genetically

the same as me, but their reactions to the abuse were identical. One reacts by being super good, and the

other reacts by acting out, and they still get punished equally.” (Exhibit 17).Tara Walsh texted me

something similar shortly after returning to her childhood estate,“Kiara was having a breakdown – I can’t

help but think my Mom gave bpd to 4/6 of us.” (Exhibit 18). In addition to emotional trauma and abuse,

she alleges physical abuse as well.“It’s honestly horrible living here – it's not healthy living here. I feel so

sorry for my sisters. And they get into physical fights and stuff with my parents.” (Exhibit 19)Most

shockingly, at least one of the adopted daughters was diagnosed with the same hereditary disorder as the

rest of the Walsh children by the ‘family’ Psychiatrist known for diagnosing everyone with Bipolar

Disorder. (Exhibit 20) She stopped taking the heavy medication after experiencing negative side effects

but later suspected Maura Walsh was ‘slipping’ the Lithium and Seroquel into her food when the negative

reactions returned. She reached out to Tara for advice in May 2017. (Exhibit 21).------------------------------

--------------------------Adopted Daughter: “I think they are slipping medicine... into my food anyway...

because I always am tired at night and cannot think during the day... which is all what I felt when they

made me take it.”Tara: “Oh wow since when?”Adopted Daughter: “Seroquel at the hospital” [...]Tara: “Ru

sure it’s lithium?”Adopted Daughter: “Yes... I saw it on the bottle...before of course mom took it” Despite

threats from Steve and Maura Walsh, the eldest adopted daughter, Mariah Walsh, recently fled the family

home and moved to Savannah, GA to live with Brienne Walsh, her husband, and their two children.

Brienne writes that a father of one of Mariah’s friends reached out to her, “saying he was worried about

my sister and wondering if she could come and live with us. The same family also offered to help pay for

[her] college bills.” (Exhibit 22)Steve and Maura Walsh were not pleased, “Yesterday [she] told my

parents that she was coming to live with me. Their response was that if she does that, she’ll be out on her

own. They’ll cut off paying college tuition in the future, as well as her healthcare.” (Exhibit 22)The Crime:

Tara Walsh drugs me in the same manner her mother, Maura Walsh, secretly drugged her and her

siblings."I was granted Emergency Custody." -Stephen RussellMaura Walsh would advise her children not

to have children, “given the history of mental illness in our family.” (Exhibit 23) For Tara, it was a bit

different. They were concerned that her mental illness would cause her to lose custody and endanger the

massive family trust. It is likely for these reasons that Tara became fixated on finding and marrying a

wealthy man who she could entrap for his money but would ultimately just go away... She could be free of

her parents and finally live her life financially secure.In March 2017, after undergoing months of tests

while feeling ‘not like myself,’ a toxicology test showed over 6x times the reference range for Lithium – the

same heavy mood stabilizer that Tara’s sister Kiara suspected Maura Walsh was ‘slipping’ into her food.

(Exhibit 25). I had never taken nor been prescribed Lithium and the doctors could not explain the results.

It was the first time I suspected being drugged.Over Tara’s subsequent pregnancy and while we lived

together in San Francisco, I would repeatedly feel drugged. Emergency room tests did not show anything

and doctors were dumbfounded until Evie’s nanny, Abby Tedla, caught Tara ‘slipping’ pills in my wine in

May 2018. Tara has since admitted, in open court under oath, to surreptitiously drugging me with her

anti-psychotic medication, Seroquel, (Exhibit 26).A forensic psychiatrist in San Francisco recommended

by Tara’s primary care physician diagnosed her with Borderline Personality Disorder, a diagnosis later

confirmed by herlong-term therapist. (Exhibit 27) He suspected that Tara would require supervision with

Evie for around five years, with intensive treatment, to help with her genetic mental health issues as well

as the damage caused by overmedication at a young age and abuse. I was granted Emergency Custody.

(Exhibit 28)Tara rationalized drugging me while testifying at the San Francisco Domestic Restraining

Order Hearing by saying, “We were living as a family. I made a family decision.” (Exhibit 29)It was also

clear that I had been targeted by Tara due to her perception of my ‘wealth.’ For example, she texted her

friend just a week before moving to San Francisco, “I’m better off pretending I want to be with him and

getting the most while I can – then leaving him for good... I think he will marry me... Then I can just

divorce him for money.” (Exhibit 30). While in San Francisco she used Evie as leverage for marriage

(Exhibit 31), then a fake pregnancy (Exhibit 32), and stole my hidden and private financial records to see

‘just how much I had.’ (Exhibit 33)Tara’s scheme was an open secret in her family. Brienne blogged that

Tara was, “scheming to get her baby daddy committed.” (Exhibit 34) Yet also casually discussed with their

brother that Tara just wanted money “Yeah she called me last night to say the same thing – [she's] just

with Steve to take his money and then she will leave. I get the impression that she is now planning to head

back here and is greasing the skid so everyone is happy to see her.” (Exhibit 35)Steve Walsh Arranges for

Kidnapping of EvieTara Walsh initially attempted to flee WITHOUT Evie, fearing criminal prosecution

but her father talked her into coming back home to San Francisco. (Exhibit 36)Later she attempted to flee

again, but with Evie this time and her father talked her into returning home again to San Francisco.

(Exhibit 38)"Meanwhile, I have spent months in Westchester and flown across the country dozens of

times for my daughter." - Stephen RussellAt this point a Court Order prohibited Tara from leaving

California with Evie. (Exhibit 39). Steve Walsh and I had been in regular contact about treatment and

(Exhibit 40) he negotiated a ‘two week’ exception from the Court Order so that Evie could accompany

Tara on her trip to NY. Tara would get help with her diagnosis and treatment options and Evie wouldn’t

leave his sight. (Exhibit 40-41)Unbeknownst to me, Steve Walsh had already hired a full-time nanny in

Westchester, NY even though Tara had an apartment in Brooklyn pre-paid for the next six months and I

was in San Francisco. (Exhibit 42). He later admitted in a sworn deposition that he never attempted to

abide the court order.When asked why he didn’t fly to San Francisco considering the severity of the

situation he replied, “It’s a six hour flight and that is not something someone just does.” (Exhibit 44) In

reality, he understood that Tara wasn’t able to care of Evie on her own and wanted to be Evie’s guardian.

Meanwhile, I have spent months in Westchester and flown across the country dozens of times for my

daughter.Since arriving in Westchester Tara has complained of abuse, but has been silenced each time.�

 “No they love Evie so much – my Mom doesn’t ever want her to leave. But I seriously cannot stand living

here... It really hasn’t been that bad – it only gets bad when I say I want to leave” - Tara texts Linda

Russell, June 2018 (Exhibit 46)�  “It’s honestly horrible living here – it's not healthy” - Tara texts Steve

Russell, June 2018 (Exhibit 47-48)�  In July 2018, Tara sent a text to Linda Russell stating, “Steve sent

an agreement today I could move back to Brooklyn. I told my family and now they have all joined up to

say they will take legal action”�  Tara, the court-appointed supervisor, and I all reported suspicious

bruises on Evie. (Exhibit 49). When the Walsh’s were asked about it, Tara changed her story and stated

the bruises were normal, (Exhibit 50) she followed-up with an odd letter through her attorney stating that

there were no bruises and no history of abuse at the Walsh household. Instead claiming that my following-

up on the bruises that she, I, and the supervisor noted as suspicious, was harassment of her. (Exhibit 50).

Visits were stopped."...she dangled my unrestricted access to Evie in exchange for my “help” leaving her

parents’ compound..." "...which included that I buy Tara a home for her and Evie in Westchester or

Greenwich, Connecticut. In return, Tara would allow me to begin visitation with Evie in their new home,

that I bought them, as often as I wanted." -Stephen RussellSteve and Maura Walsh Are Instrumental in

the Alienation of Evie from her FatherTara continues to show single-mindedness about moving out of her

parents’ home. For example, on November 12, 2020 Tara and her friend, Jesse Ozeri, proposed to me that

Tara, “want[ed] to move out of the Walsh house immediately.” Specifically, she dangled my unrestricted

access to Evie in exchange for my “help” leaving her parents’ compound, which included that I buy Tara a

home for her and Evie in Westchester or Greenwich, Connecticut. In return, Tara would allow me to begin

visitation with Evie in their new home, that I bought them, as often as I wanted. In other words, Tara tried

to extort me to buy her new home if I wanted unlimited access to my daughter. Tara’s attempt to leverage

me could not have been clearer when she messaged me: “Sooner you get the house for Evie the sooner

visits can start.” (Exhibit 60)Earlier this year, after I refused to go along with Tara’s pressure tactics, Tara

filed an emergency support motion and made it clear she needed funds to move out of her parents’ estate

ASAP. It was granted. Months later, however, we learned, and it is undisputed, that Tara is still living

there. Thus, it was all a ruse.Steve and Maura Walsh have been active participants in denying my

relationship with my daughter, yet to the court they act as if they are not involved. However, that claim is

belied by their words and actions. Steve Walsh became the gatekeeper for Evie as soon as she arrived at

his compound. He immediately stopped facilitating communication once concerns about the allegations of

abuse against his adopted daughters was brought to light. On August 7, 2018, I texted Steve Walsh:

“Following up again on getting to see Evie. I’ve still received no photos, FaceTime, or other interactions as

promised.” Steve Walsh responded: “You are apparently trying now to involve my youngest daughter

which has crossed a huge line with me - I will have a very tough time communicating [with you].” Steve

Walsh followed through on this threat as evidenced by his subsequent actions.For example, on August 20,

2018 I flew from San Francisco to Westchester to visit Evie based on a visitation agreement arranged

between the attorneys. Two days later Audrey Courson, Tara’s attorney in San Francisco, sent a message

that I should email Maura Walsh to schedule my visit. I did not receive a response from Maura, but

instead Steve Walsh sent an email to my attorney stating, “Please direct all inquiries to me and this

email... I respect your client’s right to see his child but [I] also need to be assured of Evie’s safety.” On

August 25, 2018, I returned to San Francisco without having seen my daughter. Again, two days later,

Tara stated through her attorney, Audrey Courson, that she “wants to leave her parents out of this moving

forward.”Maura Walsh aided her husband’s effort to keep me from seeing Evie. On March 28, 2019, she

took Evie to the doctor and claimed she was having terrible diarrhea 5x per day, but her doctor found no

signs of diarrhea, fever, poor mood, or dehydration. The doctor diagnosed a possible intestinal infection in

the absence of any measurable symptoms based solely on the statement of Maura Walsh. Now knowing

Maura Walsh’s history of medical child abuse this is more concerning.In March 2019, the Walshes refused

to explicitly confirm my visits with Evie placing me in a precarious position that they exploited. I was

required by court order to advise the Walshes when I intended to visit Evie, with a visitation supervisor.

On March 23 after being notified of my visit, Mr. Walsh followed me in his car from where I was staying at

the Crabtree Kittle House and confronted me as soon as I pulled into the Walsh driveway, which was the

designated pickup location for Evie. The visitation supervisor described the incident:Once [Mr. Russell]

and [the supervisor] arrived at the driveway gate, [Mr. Russell] texted to inform the family that [they]

arrived. However, while [Mr. Russell] was texting, a car pulled into the driveway behind [them] and a

gentleman who [Mr. Russell] identified as the maternal grandfather got out of his car. The maternal

grandfather came to [Mr. Russell’s] truck’s window and angrily asked him to move so he could get in the

driveway. [Mr. Russell] calmly asked the maternal grandfather if someone is bringing Evelyn outside. The

maternal grandfather stated that they did not get to meet anyone in reference to [the supervisor]. [Mr.

Russell] again asked the maternal grandfather if anyone would be bringing Evelyn outside and the

maternal grandfather stated that the visit is not happening. [Mr. Russell] stated that the attorneys agreed

[to the visit] and the maternal grandfather told [Mr. Russell] to check his email. [Mr. Russell] once again

asked if someone could bring Evelyn outside and the maternal grandfather again stated that the visit is

not happening. (Exhibit 56)Steve Walsh denied any incident when the police called him that evening. The

police report states, “I spoke with Steve Walsh who denies following Russell and states that if he had

pulled in behind him it was only by chance. I advised him that if he was following Russell to stop

immediately.” (Exhibit 57).On 3/27/2019 Tara retaliated by filing an order of protection against me based

on the incident at which she was not even present and yet wrote about it in the first person as if she was

present. Her statement contradicts the court-appointed supervisor’s account, Steve Russell’s statement to

police, and even Steve Walsh’s statement to police where he denied any incident having occurred.On

3/31/19, Steve Walsh again followed me and purposefully waited until he thought there were no witnesses

present before confronting me. Fortunately, Evie’s nanny was present and witnessed the incident. Again, I

filed a police report. According to the nanny:At the drop off of Evie I witnessed Steve Walsh pull up at the

top of the driveway after the supervisor headed toward the house with Evie, so the supervisor was not

there to see this. Steve Walsh exited his car and had a rude attitude toward Steve and proceeded to say

that he was “bringing his kids back home from school” on Sunday March 31st at approximately 5:30. Steve

Russell did not respond and simply sat in the car to wait for the supervisor to return. Once the supervisor

returned she asked if that was Tara’s father behind us and Steve Russell confirmed and we drove off the

property. Steve Russell remained calm throughout the entire interaction with Steve Walsh. (Exhibit

58)More recently, Steve Walsh sent an email to my attorney claiming that Evie suffered hives as a result of

stress during her visit with my mother, effectively stopping the visits. There was no doctor’s note or

opinion on the matter. Linda actually gets a similar rash on her cheeks as well after eating strawberries

and had contacted Tara to check about applying a topical over-the-counter cream that helps the itching.

This was yet anotherWalsh family tactic to prevent me and my family from visiting Evie.Physical and

Emotional AbuseIn February 2019, Yoanny Lora, a court-appointed supervisor from Comprehensive

Family Services (CFS), noted that Evie would cry when someone from the Walsh household would come

to the car to pick Evie up after a visit. Consequently, Ms. Lora asked Tara to keep everyone in the home to

reduce her stress upon Evie’s return to the Walsh household.During a supervised visit between me and

Evie on March 31, 2019, Evie arrived for the visitation with two sets of odd bruises. The first was a deep

pinch mark bruise on her left leg under the band of her diaper. The second was a 3 to 4-inch series of

symmetrical strike marks on her shin. These bruises were immediately noticed by me, as well as the court

appointed supervisor, Franceska Anilus, and a nanny, Talia Kleinman, both of whom were present at the

visit. Ms. Anilus prepared a report of the visit the same day and described the bruises that she saw in a

confidential report prepared for the court. Ms. Anilus explained that while she was changing Evie’s diaper

during a supervised visit on March 31, 2019, she observed that Evie had two black bruises on her body.

One was about 3-4 inches in length and about half an inch in width on her left shin and the other was

small, circular and about an inch in diameter on her upper left thigh. (Exhibit 59)Similarly, the nanny,

Ms. Kleiman, who was present during the visit, witnessed the bruises on Evie’s body. According to Ms.

Kleiman:On March 31st I acted as Nanny again and that day I observed a bruise on Evie’s left shin as

Steve was changing her diaper. The day before I did not see a bruise as he changed her but on March 31st

it was very visible. The Supervisor made a note of it and said she had to make a report for it. Steve

mentioned he would follow-up and give her a bath the next time to check for any other areas. (Exhibit 52)I

reported the bruises to Attorney for the Child (“AFC”), Jennifer Jackman, that same day as well as to my

attorneys. (Exhibit 53). Importantly, Ms. Walsh also apparently noted the bruises that day, and

independently contacted Ms. Jackman to express concerns about them— which were substantial enough

that she, as the primary custodial parent, felt the need to contact the AFC.Ten days later, on April 9, 2019,

after learning that both parents had concerns about Evie’s bruises but that the AFC had not followed up, I

went to the Chappaqua Police Department and filed a report. (See email exchange between me and

JenniferJackman, discussing my police report at Exhibit 54). When the police visited the Walsh

household that evening, however, Ms. Walsh, in the presence of her parents, stated that the bruises were

normal, even though she had complained about them with concern days before to the AFC. The next day,

Ms. Walsh’s attorney astoundingly wrote a letter to the court contradicting Ms. Walsh’s previous

statements to the AFC and police, instead stating that there were no bruises at all and that there was no

history of abuse at the Walsh household, even though two witnesses in addition to me observed the

bruises on Evie. (Exhibit 55). It would be one thing for Ms. Walsh’s attorney to deny that the bruises were

caused by abusive conduct of his client, but to deny their existence outright, when they had been

witnessed by multiple individuals, including Ms. Walsh herself, smacks of consciousness of guilt.All of my

visitations had been fully supervised at that point so there was no possibility that the bruises were caused
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by me. On the other hand, the Walsh family, with its long history of physical abuse, and who are presently

Evie’s sole, unsupervised custodians, must have necessarily inflicted the bruises.Additionally, and most

recently, Steve and Maura Walsh have at every turn attempted to obstruct my and Grandma Linda’s

visitation with Evie through repeated denial of visits, making false statements to Evie to deliberately

alienate me from my daughter, and making false representations regarding visitation to this Court. Most

recently, Steve Walsh manufactured false representations to the Court that Evie had hives in response to

stress due to visits with Evie’s grandmother Linda. However, Linda— who has prior medical training as a

licensed nurse— confirmed that Evie had an adverse reaction to strawberries that the Walshes themselves

had packed for her. Notably, when asked for additional details on my daughter’s symptoms, the Walshes

could not provide any support for their false claims. This is just another example of the pattern of lies and

abuse by the Walsh family.ConclusionTo put it plainly, I fear that my daughter is in imminent danger. Her

sole custodians, the Walsh family, have a long, sordid history of abuse and dysfunction. Ms. Walsh suffers

from serious mental illness and relies significantly on her family’s assistance for childcare. However, her

family is not capable of providing a safe, healthy environment for Evie. Ms. Walsh and Evie were

mandated to her parents’ home for the apparent support network she would have there. But it is now

painfully evident that the Walsh residence is too volatile and dangerous to leave Evie in without outside

supervision. Evidence of abuse and neglect comes directly from Walsh family members themselves and

should therefore be believed.The Court was plainly lied to in order to obfuscate the Walshes abusive and

dysfunctional living arrangement. I recently learned that Tara was still living at her parents’ home despite

having asked for and been granted by the support court, a large sum to move out. This is despite the fact

that:a) Judge Horowitz ordered Tara to keep me informed about Evie, including where she was living. As

soon as Judge Horowitz recused herself, Tara went to the court and used the TOP granted on default, and

on false accusations, (after the 3/31/19 incident where her father followed me) as grounds to keep her

address confidential.b) Tara filed an emergency support motion and made it clear to Judge Furman that

she needed funds to move out of her parents’ home, which was granted.c) Tara told Linda Russell that she

had moved, even though Tara recently told the court that she is still living with her parents. Steve and

Maura Walsh confirmed that in their recent depositions.The Walsh family has made allegation after

allegation against me and none have been proven or even followed-up on. Meanwhile Steve and Maura

Walsh have been sued in the past for custody of their children over allegations of abuse, two of their

children have fled their home, sworn testimony from Tara’s sibling confirmed her childhood was abusive,

and they are actively alienating me from my daughter.WHEREFORE, I respectfully request that the

Court:d)  immediately remove Evie from the Walsh household and place Evie with Linda Russell, Evie’s

paternal grandmother, who can oversee and facilitate visits with Tara;e)  order prohibiting Evie’s

maternal grandparents from all unsupervised contact with Evie until CPS can conduct a review of the

abuse allegations, including access to Tara’s previous emancipation case.f)  order the release of Evie’s

medical records and for a doctor to check on her rash / allergies;g)  schedule an immediate trial of the

issues raised in this case.Dated: August 26, 2021Stephen Grant RussellExhibit 1“I don’t know if my sister

was filing for emancipation for my -- herself or if she was –- my aunts were going to custody over her.

After learning that Tara was pregnant, I paid

for an apartment in Brooklyn,upgraded her medical insurance,and found a specialist who could help with

her high-risk pregnancy. Though open to resuming a relationship with Tara, I concluded that our

relationship could not heal in New York given the abusive family dynamic between Tara and her family

but attempted to focus on being a helpful parent inspite of that though financial support, attending and

helping with medical appointments, and being present at the birth and sleeping in a chair at the hospital

through four days of recover after Tara's C-section. I needed to return to San Francisco for work and

asked Tara to move there to give the relationship another try, or failing that, to better support Evie. She

agreed after negotiating a few key terms focused on her desire to establish 6 months of cohabitation and

not to have to work. We first moved to a house where my mother was living and began looking at

apartments and houses to live more permanently. Tara brought her two dogs with her and nearly all of

hers and the baby’s things. Larger items were left stored in Brooklyn, with anything necessary like a crib

or car seat being purchased ew in San Francisco. The crib Tara selected was expandable and could grow

with the baby over years. We hired a nanny on a 6-month initial contract. I paid for Tara and Evie to join

Private Medical, a high-end concierge medical practice in San Francisco that requires prepaid annual

subscriptions. The cost was $45,000. Tara switched her primary care doctor and Evie’s pediatrician to

Private Medical. We ultimately moved into a penthouse apartment in the Millennium Tower under a year-

long lease. Tara switched her mail and billing address to our new home there. The bulk of Tara’s and

Evie’s things remain in San Francisco, as her declared reason for going to New York was simply to take a

short vacation and consult with her family about her diagnosis of “Borderline Personality Disorder with

Sociopathic Traits” and explore options after series of incidents that ranged from being caught drugging

me to injuring our daughter during a delusional episode.4. Shortly after we began residing together in San

Francisco, Tara began to exhibit increased signs of mental instability like I had seen in the past. Tara has

had multiple worrisome episodes where she had thrown a full bottle of wine at me, threatened suicide,

made threats to harm me, attacked friends on social media she thought might be interested in dating me,

abused her medication, faked a pregnancy and miscarriage, negligently allowed her sister’s baby to

consume a controlled medicine, and was generally abusive and emotionally unregulated with everyone in

our life. While in San Francisco, because of our new baby the incidents seemed much more serious to me.

Tara’s sleep and medication issues resulted in her spending relatively few hours with our daughter. Much

of her time awake was spent verbally abusing me. She threatened suicide on multiple occasions. She

bought a plane ticket and attempted to run away from San Francisco leaving our daughter behind. Had

multiple delusional episodes including one that led to Evie falling on her head from a height of about 3

feet and needing to go to the hospital. Our nanny also witnessed, and Tara confessed to, putting drugs into

my drinks on multiple occasions (see declaration of Abrehet Asmelash Tedla (hereinafter “Abby”) filed

herewith. I have filed a police report for this drugging (SFPD Case No. 180494149 taken by Officer Dove).

I was issued an Emergency Protective Order. See Exhibit A.5. After talking to Tara’s mother and Tara’s

doctor an emergency intervention was advised and Dr. Abilash Gopal, M.D was recommended by Private

Medical to help Tara. After several individual and joint sessions with Tara and myself, Dr. Gopal spoke to

both of us together then individually and recommended a “higher standard of care” for Tara, and also told

us that Tara exhibited signs of Borderline Personality Disorder (“BPD”), as well as, sociopathic traits.

With Tara present, he recommended I take a strong stance on her getting care saying that setting clear

“boundaries” is the best way to help someone with BPD. He also advised me that the path forward would

not be guaranteed or easy. On his advice, I told Tara that I felt she needed to enter and graduate a

Residential Care program, or alternative recommended by her doctors, in order for our relationship to

work and for her to be a good mother to Evie. I later learned from Tara that she self-diagnosed herself

with BPD and her New York therapist had concurred in Tara’s self-assessment years earlier. Previously

she had told me that she was bi-polar and ADHD which she had received treatment for since she was

young. Tara’s response to Dr. Gopal’s diagnosis and recommendations was to fire the psychiatrist and ask

him to keep her records confidential. She told me that she was worried she would not get better. Then she

secretly attempted to leave San Francisco with our daughter, leaving behind her two dogs.6. Upon

learning that Tara was going to the airport with Evie, I filed Petition to Establish Parental Relationship

(FL-200) on June 4,2018 and asked Tara’s parents for their help. After speaking with her parents, Tara

returned to our home and Tara was personally served with the Parentage Petition on June 5,2018. The

Summons includes the restraining order that neither parent can remove the child from the state of

California without court order or the other parent’s written consent.7. Because Tara’s parents very badly

wanted to spend time with Evie and because I thought that Tara’s mental and emotional state would

benefit from spending time with her parents, I agreed that she could visit her parents with the baby for

two to three weeks. My agreement was conditional upon Tara’s and her parents’ explicit agreement to stay

at her parents’ home so that Evie and Tara would be safe, and further required that she seek advice from

her New York therapist regarding her potential BPD diagnosis and her recent episodes. Furthermore, they

agreed the “vacation” would last no more than 3 weeks and then she would return home. Attached as

Exhibit B is an email thread between me and Tara’s father, Steve Walsh, memorializing the conditions for

Tara and Evie’s travel. When she initially tried to leave on June 4, 2018, she provided Bryan Crutcher, my

security detail, a copy of a round trip ticket to return to San Francisco in 11 days. She asked for Bryan’s

team to watch her two dogs while she was gone before deciding later to take them, and we were in the

process of hiring a new nanny that Tara would be happy with. Attached hereto as Exhibit C is a string of

emails between me and Tara’s father in mid-May through early June whereby I update him on Tara’s

mental health. The very last text from Tara’s dad states “I’m very happy to hear she’ll be coming for a visit

—we are all very excited about seeing Evie—all set up at our house to accommodate.8. By June 22, 2018 it

had become clear from my conversations with Tara that she had deceived us and was planning to remain

in New York and would not be returning with our daughter in violation of our agreement and the

automatic restraining order associated with the Parentage action.9. Shortly thereafter I was told by Tara

and Tara’s father that she intended to stay in New York and will not return to California and was acting

without his involvement and support. Tara also told me that she had planted false evidence on hotlines in

order to compromise my parental rights and things would be “very messy” for me.10. Additionally, Tara

emailed the concierge at our apartment on June 25, 2018 in response to an email notification regarding a

FedEx package asking to be removed from such notifications as she would no longer be staying in the

building. Please see Exhibit D. On June 23, 2018, Tara sent me a text stating “Well I won’t give any

statement until you allow me to return to our home....”, implying that San Francisco was our home. See

Exhibit E.11. I also understand that Tara has filed for a Protective Order in Westchester County, NY where

her parents reside. I did not have the opportunity to respond to the temporary restraining order as it was

granted ex parte, nor have I been personally served with a copy of the restraining order but understand

that there is a hearing set for July 17,2018. It apparently covers both Tara and Evie as protected parties. I

will be substantially prejudiced if that restraining order hearing goes through and includes Evie as a

protected party without a determination of the which state has jurisdiction over Evie. Also know that in

the days previous Tara sent numerous texts and calls that among other things included apologizing to me,

asking to move back in with me, asking me to come visit her in NY, and generally complaining about how

horrible her parents and life in New York was. In those same messages, I repeatedly asked her to not to

contact me and to please work through her father or attorney as her texts and conversations where often

also abusive and generally not helpful in any way. I did agree to come see Evie though very soon and let

her father know I intended to come by the following week. Shortly thereafter communications with Tara

and her father stopped and we have not spoken since.In these text messages with Tara from June 5 to

approximately July 1, 2018 (attached hereto as Exhibit F). Tara makes such comments as:“I accept that I

made horrible decisions and made it impossible to be with” ; “I want to be able to see you and for all of us

to be together”; “You should come this weekend for Father’s Day”; “1 still love you and it hurts to thing of

breaking up, but that will never affect you seeing Evie.”; “I also would love to have another child(s) and

give Evie a sibling”; “I do feel remorse for what I’ve done”; “My whole family just wants me to be close, but

living with my parents is honestly not good for my mental health. You know the background very well.”; “I

do want help but I seriously cannot handle losing my daughter”; “Every time I look at her I think of you

and it hurts all the time that I ruined everything.”; “I only acted that way because I loved you deeply and

my mind is messed up”. ; “It’s not nice that you asked me to come and got my hopes up” (in response to

my asking her to come to a June 30th wedding in California.; “Like 1 time” “No that’s the truth Rashmi

made me. Despite what you think I still want us to be together for Evie and I do still love you” In response

to my asking her about calling abuse hotlines.; “You should come here to be with her on Father’s Day! It’s

your first and it’s sad your not together”.; “...someone told me my emotions don’t matter now that I’m a

mother—all that matters is Evie—that I could risk losing her if I can’t control myself.”; “When can you see

us? ...Nothing is better then a long hug from you but I’ll earn it or at least try. Next weekend? I feel bad

she’s not with you for Father’s Day.” ; “No I’m not now I’m super emotional from this med change still

crying—I’ll be fine tomorrow.”; “I can’t help but think my mom gave BPD to 4/6 of us” “I love you a lot

and I am sorry for not showing it in the right ways—you are so brilliant, talented, patient, and Evie is

lucky to have you as a Dad”.; “It’s honestly horrible living here—it’s not healthy. I feel so sorry for my

sisters” “And they get into physical fights and stuff with my parents”.These texts show that TARA admits

to having mental health issues, the environment that Evie is living in now is not safe, and that TARA is not

afraid of me and does not express any concerns about me as a parent.12.   Tara has also filed a Request for

Order in San Francisco Superior Court for August 14, 2018 to dismiss the action for lack of subject matter

and/or quash the service of the Summons, stating that she was only visiting San Francisco. She also asks

the Court in that hearing to be able to stay in New York with Evie until the jurisdiction is resolved. I

request that Tara and Evie (or at least Evie) immediately return to San Francisco. Tara should have sought

the Court’s blessing before leaving, and her claims of domestic violence are not accurate. In fact, the

opposite is true, and Tara is a risk to herself and our daughter. Tara admits in recent texts to me that she

plans to begin Dialectical Behavior Therapy (DBT), which is a form of therapy to treat people with

Borderline Personality Disorder and chronically suicidal individuals and is aimed at people who see little

or no improvement in traditional therapy who engage in selUdestructive behaviors. Even Tara’s own

parents have been adamant that she not leave their house for fear of consequences for Evie.13.   Tara

implies that she was forced to come to San Francisco from New York City and that she was manipulated

several times to remain here by me. She states that she never intended to leave her Brooklyn residence;

however, in the restraining order she filed states that she is living in Westchester County at her parents’

home. The protective order is also filed in Westchester County. This is because Tara’s parents deeply

understand their daughter’s illness and strongly discouraged Tara from living on her own according to her

father. Tara texted me on June 23, 2018 that she doesn’t want to live in Brooklyn and asked me to pay for

another apartment near her parents’ home, as a result.14. Tara makes strong accusations about my mental

health, domestic violence and financial threats about me. I am unclear what her purpose of including all of

that information in a motion to quash based on lack of subject matter jurisdiction over than to paint me as

a bad guy and win sympathy from the court for her actions in violating the Standard Restraining Order. I

feel the need to respond to some of her statement in this declaration so that the Court is not biased against

me given Tara’s accusations. Specifically, I did not hire security to watch Tara to spy on her. I hired

security because there was a serious security breach at my company which warrants temporary personal

protection for me and my family, which includes Evie. I also had concerns about Tara’s ability to parent

which is why we had a nanny in place almost 24 hours a day or had a security person watching Evie. They

protected and helped Evie and Tara in a myriad of ways never harassed Tara. As you can see from the

declaration of Bryan Crutcher, the lead of the security team and other staff, Tara took full advantage of

their services, which also include personal services and a concierge service. Tara had Bryan and his team

pick up prescriptions, food orders, and laundry soap; she asked them to watch her dog while she went to

New York; she was made vegetarian food and given personal training; and she also asked them to provide

her transportation from the airport in New York to her parents’ house when she landed on June 4, 2018.

They also screened for a nanny for the parties for when Tara returned from New York. She also invited

Bryan and his family over for a cake for Evie’s 4lh month birthday. Many of the other accusations made by

Tara are dispelled in the declarations filed herewith by Evie’s former nanny and other staff. My chief of

staff, Bryan Crutcher is a retired Vallejo Police Officer, he should be found credible and would not violate

any laws or put anyone at risk.15. I have never been physically abusive toward Tara and would never harm

Evie. Given that I have security 24/7 (and Tara had security on her as well), one of the security guards

would have seen these incidents Tara describes as abusive. Instead their declarations describe Tara’s

anger, abuse and manipulation of me. As recently as June 23, 2018, she texted me “I seriously love and

miss you”. We also joked with each other in the same text thread. On June 25, 2018, without further

incident, she filed the protective order.16. Evie has lived in San Francisco longer than she lived in

Brooklyn, and certainly longer than she has lived in Westchester County. Evie’s father, extended family,

nanny, and pediatrician are all in San Francisco. The psychiatrist seen by Tara (Dr. Gopal) who diagnosed

as BPD is in San Francisco. Most of the persons who would be witness to the allegations made by the

parties are in San Francisco. Most of the incidents described by Tara involving Evie occurred in San

Francisco. This is relevant information for the Court for its discussion with the New York Court.17. Tara

admits to lying to me about my conditions for her to visit her parents in order to get away from me as she

was “desperate to get away from me”. Tara could have done a multitude of things within the law, including

filing for a Temporary Restraining Order; asking the Court’s permission to go with Evie in New York, or

filed a custody action in New York. Instead she lied to me and has fled California with our daughter with

no apparent intent to return. The status quo before she left should go back into effect. I filed a Parentage

Action in San Francisco because I learned that she planned to leave with Evie without my permission and

her caregivers and family were telling me she needed serious help for our daughter’s and her own sake. I

did not manipulate her into staying each time; instead family, friends and doctors were able to talk with

Tara and then she thankfully would choose to stay and cancel her own flight. On the day she took Evie

without permission to the airport, she later told me that never actually intended to leave but was simply

acting out and wanted me to understand the consequences if I left her or did not agree to marry her.18. I

did not serve Tara the restraining order. The person who signed the Proof of Service can be called to

testify if requested.19. Given my experiences with Tara over the past few months I have no confidence that

Tara can safely care for our daughter or that she will not attempt to flee with her again. She clearly does

not care about court orders or written agreements. The evidence will show that Tara intended to move to

San Francisco. However, until that is resolved, Tara should be abiding by the Standard Restraining Order

and return our daughter to San Francisco. 1 am willing to facilitate frequent and continuing contact

between Tara and Evie in San Francisco while Tara gets the medical care and support her doctors on both

coasts and family says she requires. ORDERS REQUESTED20. I respectfully request the following orders:

a.     Evelyn to be returned from New York to San Francisco immediately; b.    Emergency Temporary

physical custody of Evelyn to Father until it is determined that Evelyn is safe in Mother’s care and will not

flee with the child, with supervised visits for Mother; c.     Emergency Temporary legal custody to Father

pending a determination of custody; or in the alternative; d.    The court expedite its telephone call with

the Westchester County New York Court to determine which court has proper jurisdiction over Evie given

the UCCJEA. The restraining order hearing is July 17,2018 at 8:30 a.m. New York should not be making

orders denying my access to Evie unless it’s determined that they have jurisdiction over her. e.     An order

shortening time for the parties to attend Family Court Services mediation and a hearing to determine

custody and visitation, and possibly ordering a custody evaluation.

EXCERPT FROM A BRIE GROWS IN BROOKLYN"I’ve been working on an essay about my relationship

with alcohol, and the way that alcohol and addiction, which both of our family’s struggle with, plays a role

in me and Caleb’s relationship. If I don’t have some of breakthrough, I’ll chuck it. Because I don’t have

anything else to write about today, an excerpt of it is below.When I was 11, we went on a family trip to

Ireland. My mother’s two brothers came along with us, as well as my three cousins, Kevin, Danny and

Brian. We drove the entire perimeter of the country in rented cars, the men always confusing which side

of the road they should be driving on. We had brown bread and Fantas for lunch. We kissed the stones in

castles. We listened to the Chieftains on cassette tapes. “Can you believe the Chinese people here have

Irish accents?” my father said when we stopped for Chinese food in Dublin. “Don’t be wimps!” he goaded

us when we refused to join him for a swim in the icy ocean between the cliffs of Moher, from which he

emerged blue with cold. It was the summer, and the weather was mild, but the water was Arctic. The

landscape didn’t seem real. On a vista, we paused, and saw five lakes shining like mirrors in a valley of

gold.Wherever we could, we visited our relatives. We brought Mets caps to my great-grandmother’s four

brothers, who still lived on the farm where they had grown up — blue hats for the men, and a pink one for

the wife of the only one who had ever been married. They were in their 90s. In the hats, my uncles had

them stand on one foot and pose for photographs. “Come over here and sit on my lap, child,” they told me.

They had lumpy heads shaped like potatoes, and absolutely no teeth. Their hands were worn from

working. The electricity only ran in the main room of the house. In the dim light, I could see the cracks in

the whitewash. Me and my sister imitated their brogues."My sobriety was something my parents closely

guarded. 'A friend told me that her son doesn’t drink because Brienne doesn’t,' my father announced

proudly over the dinner table when I was a senior. 'You won’t start drinking, will you?' my mother asked

me anxiously when I began college."“They’re gay,” my Uncle Michael explained when we asked why none

of them had ever married. “They’re scary!” I said.In their house, and all of the others we visited, there was

always a whiskey toast for the men, no matter the time of the day. “To family,” they said, clinking glasses.

“To family,” my uncles and my father said when they had their first beer at the pub. I could sense, even as

a child, that the trip was the beginning of the end of something.In Belfast, our car was stopped entering

the city. “My license is expired,” my father worried. “Ah, a good Catholic boy,” the soldiers said when they

asked him his religion. I remember their machine guns. I remember the graffiti. We ventured into a

neighborhood in the center of the war zone to visit Jakki, our Irish foster sister, who came to stay with us

every summer. She lived in a row house. Her mother pressed pound notes in our hands. “Thank you being

kind to my daughter,” she told us. You shouldn’t have taken it,“ my father scolded us after.In Sligo, a

seaside town with a fantastic ferris wheel, my mother woke us up in the middle of the night, and made us

catch an early plane home. When we all returned to New York, my Uncle Michael checked into rehab.

“He’s gone to summer camp,” my mother told us. When we visited, my mother left us in the car. I knew

what was up. “He’s in rehab,” I told my other siblings.The rest of the alcoholics in the family got sober

soon after. At family parties, rather than serving beer with our take-out Italian food, my aunts served soft

drinks. Addiction can have an expiration date when sobriety becomes your normal. To me, recovery from

alcoholism seemed like a rite of passage into adulthood.In seventh grade, my father quit his job on Wall

Street. In the mornings, he worked on a book about his life in an office my mom set up for him in one of

our guest rooms. In the afternoons, he picked us up from school. At night, he went to a meeting, and then

put himself to sleep with Trollope. “Oh, so he’s an autodidact,” a condescending person once said when I

told them how my father educated himself. He sent chapters of the book to all of his friends in the Bronx,

and it made a few of them so angry that they stopped talking to him. The book was never published. My

father had no idea how to get such a thing off the ground. After two years, he returned to a commuter job

working at a bank in midtown Manhattan. “I get depressed being at home,” he explained.I didn’t feel any

pressure to drink myself, not when my friends in eighth grade began stealing beers and cigarettes from

their parents. Not when people made fun of me in high school for being a dork. “I can’t try it, I have

alcoholism in my family,” I told them. I was happy with candy and chicken cutlet sandwiches from the

local deli where everyone hung out in high school. So much was forbidden to me that I needed very little

to make me happy.I felt everything so intensely in those days. Every time my boyfriend Rob laid a blanket

under the Japanese willow tree in our yard, where we lay naked in the summer from the middle of the

night until sunrise, my stomach dropped. When I made a new friend, I prepared questions to ask them in

advance in case we ran out of things to talk about.My sobriety was something my parents closely guarded.

“A friend told me that her son doesn’t drink because Brienne doesn’t,” my father announced proudly over

the dinner table when I was a senior. “You won’t start drinking, will you?” my mother asked me anxiously

when I began college.I didn’t disappoint them until my junior year, when I was studying abroad in

Florence with my best friend Laura. It was the time of my first major depression. I had no words to

articulate what I was feeling. After Italian class in the morning, I walked to the center of the city, and

distracted myself by seeing English language films in a grand old movie palace. If there was no movie, I

walked back up the hill to the house where we were staying with a couple that owned a contemporary art

gallery. It was half way between Florence and Fiesole. I watched Rosanna, whom we called “mama,” make

dinner in her tiny kitchen in the basement. She taught me how to make a tiramisu with coffee. She taught

me how to make arrabbiata. If she wasn’t home, I walked down the street to a little park that overlooked

the domed red roofs of Florence. It was better to be outside than inside. I brought a book with me always,

but most of the time, I just sat there and cried. My mind raced. I felt desperate. “Ciao,” said the young

men who came upon me. “Qual è il tuo numero di telefono?”It was easier to give them my cell phone

number than to protest. I didn’t have the language for it. Those boys drove me out of the park. My phone

blinked for hours afterwards. “Your eyes are like the stars,” the boys wrote in Italian. “They are very nice,

like they sky, and you are very nice, very beautiful.” All of the girls in my study abroad program got the

exact same sort of crap.

“What are you

doing tonight?” I asked Laura a week before the term was over.“Going out to this club,” she said.

American students went to the same two or three places every weekend, where they danced to 50 Cent’s

“In Da Club” and made out with other American students. Sometimes, if things really got crazy, they

smoked some hashish with the guys who worked at the Diesel store.“Can I come?” I asked. “Yeah, of

course,” she said.We took a cab. When we arrived, I cornered one of the girls. She was from Long Island.

She had frizzy brown hair, and carried a Louis Vuitton baguette. She was overweight. She had a very high

opinion of herself. “What should I drink that won’t be disgusting?” I asked her.She shifted her baguette

from the crock of her elbow onto her shoulder. “A whiskey sour,” she suggested.I drank the whiskey sour.

No one cared. It made me dizzy. When I got home, I violently threw up in the bathroom.I went back to

Brown the fall of my senior year a changed woman. The seal was broken. My friends mixed me drinks in

red plastic cups. I got crunked, and suddenly parties became fun for me. One night, my friend Sonia, a

water polo player, made me a huge gin and tonic in a water bottle.

Most

nights, we ended up in our parent’s room, draped on their couch, curled on the ends of their bed. I’ve

never slept well. In the bedroom with my mother, early in the morning, I tried to match her slow, deep

breathing.I don’t know where we fit in this world. Our house is a rich family’s house, but our mentality is

poor.We were born in apartments. My parent’s first houses had been small. They had grown rich fast. My

father, in the new house, slept with a hammer under the pillow. He figured if an intruder came in, he’d at

least have one shot to knock him out.

He set

up an office on the third floor, in one of the smaller bedrooms, and wrote a novel.He was the first to

alienate people with his writing. He sent the novel to his best friends, and a few of them stopped talking to

him. I was the second. I write things, and I hurt everyone who is close to me. My little brother Brendan is

the third. A few weeks ago, he read a story out loud in his English class about a gay couple who smoke

weed and hallucinate seeing a bear climbing on the tree outside of their window. The teacher said it wasn’t

funny, and called home.Guilt lays heavy on all of us. Guilt is the house, which I don’t think my parents

have ever felt they deserve.When we first moved in, my parents knocked off the old kitchen. For six

months, we lived in the guest house. The back end of the mansion was gutted. You could climb the

servant’s staircase, and look down from the third floor to the basement. It was a cavernous hole. In the

walls, we found old newspapers from the 1920s, good luck trinkets, small hidden toys. Someone came to

our door once, and brought us a book of old photographs of the house from the 1920s. The people who

lived there rode horses, summered in the Hamptons, wore fur coats.My parents built a new kitchen, with

custom cabinets. They bought old antiques and Persian rugs. The drapes, they had made by a man named

George. For a while, a housekeeper and an au pair lived in the small bedrooms on the third floor. My aunt

lived in the carriage house with her baby boy. Every summer, a boy named Keith stayed with us — he is

my brother from another mother.

And Now I'm Way Better Off by

Brienne WalshThis is a guest post by New York City-based freelance writer Brienne Walsh, a contributor

to the New York Times, Departures, Art in America, ArtReview, Glo, and Interview, who blogs about her

life at A Brie Grows in Brooklyn.A few weeks ago, I took my boyfriend and one of my best male friends out

to dinner at Char No. 4, a restaurant in Brooklyn. The meal was to thank them for helping me move. In

the past, I’ve done my moves either by myself, or with my sister, who’s actually something of a work horse

when she wants to be. Having two sets of extra hands—notice I did not say two strong men—made the

whole thing so much easier.Both of my friends -- we'll call them Mr. R and Caleb -- felt a little bit guilty

that I was paying for dinner, because they know that I work hard to save my money. But I’ve had a good

month freelancing, and I made $277 in the stoop sale I had this past Saturday. In other words, I’m was

rolling in money. At least for me.When the waitress came over to take our drink order, I was the one who

spoke to her about the wine list. To show that I wasn’t a cheap, I ordered the third least expensive bottle,

which apparently, is what most people do at restaurants.When she came back over to the table, she

fumbled with who should taste the first sip. Even though we’ve progressed a lot, especially in New York,

gender roles are still very much ingrained in social customs. Men usually order the wine, and pay for

dinner. When a girl is taking charge at a table dominated by men, even the waitress gets confused. “I guess

you should taste it?” she asked me.“Yes, please,” I said. “I’m taking them out tonight, as a special treat.”

And I have to say, even just saying that felt pretty good.Because honestly, nothing feels better than being

financially independent. Or even better, rich. I actually don’t know what that feels like, because I’ve never

been rich, even though my parents are. I was like the little princess growing up, living on a big estate with

servants, but having to do my own laundry, sew buttons on my father’s shirt, and rub my mother’s feet for

lunch money. Seriously, every night, I would sit for a half an hour, with a jar of lotion, and rub my mom’s

feet for $5. That whole thing is another can of worms, but the point is that, when I was younger, I had to

grovel and behave well and manipulate my parents so that I could get the things that I needed. Money

never came freely—not even for college tuition—and when it did, there was always a price attached to it—a

chore, a family therapy session, an apology letter.Then, I graduated from college, and had to support

myself, because unlike most people I know, I got completely cut off from funding. At first, it was awful. I

had to adjust to budgeting my resources. I couldn’t afford to eat out, take taxis, buy clothing, or drink.

That’s why I took a break from my college boyfriend, and started going on dates, because dates, when

you’re 22 and single and living in the city, could really be called “free dinner.”All of my friends from high

school and college came from upper middle class families, and it was hard for me to hang out with them. I

couldn’t keep up. I couldn’t spend $80 on someone’s birthday dinner. I couldn’t get my hair cut. I couldn’t

go with them to get manicures. I couldn’t do time shares on Fire Island.There was always an expectation,

however, that my parents would step in and help me when I did some milestone thing like go to graduate

school, or get married. I applied to Columbia for a master’s degree in art history knowing that they

probably wouldn’t pay for it, but secretly hoping that they would cave. And they almost did. My dad

agreed to set up an escrow account so that I could borrow the money for tuition without having to pay

interest. Then, I got in a fight with mom over something stupid, and she forbid him from doing so.It was

probably the most empowering thing that every happened to me. Because the moment they told me they

wouldn’t help me with graduate school was the moment that I realized that they wouldn’t help me with

anything, and that I was really and truly on my own. Suddenly, I didn’t have to put up with any of their

myriad psychoses. If they didn’t like something that I did, I could hang up the phone on them, and move

on with my life. And that’s exactly what I did.My entire mentality switched. I stopped secretly hoping that

one day, I’d marry a guy who was rich, so that he could take care of me. I stopped having secret fantasies

about a trust fund. I started learning how to survive on very little. I learned that the more you have, the

more you are weighed down by it. I became free.And all of a sudden, the dating game switched. If I could

be free and independent without a man, why did I need to put up with so many jerks? Why was I always

dissecting my dating life, and questioning my behavior? (Did I make it clear in my last text that I was free

tomorrow night? Should I wait to call him back? Was that thing that I said when we were in the cab about

not liking fat cats going to make him hate me forever?) Marriage and safety no longer became the end

goal. I could walk away from a bad relationship without being afraid that I was ruining my future. My

career became the focal point of my life—partially because I realized that writing was what I wanted to do

—but also because I realized that if I wanted a house one day, I was going to buy it for myself. I no longer

waited around for people to buy things for me.I also started seeing my parents differently. I saw that they

didn’t withhold money from me because they were mean. It was because they had faith in me that I could

survive on my own. Me, a woman. Fifty years ago, women weren’t even trusted with their own bank

accounts, and today, I can have anything I want, as long as I work hard for it.And when I stopped to think

about it, I realized how amazing that truly was. That if I put my mind to it, I could save up enough money

that I could not only buy my own clothes, food, and housing, but also, potentially, pay for my children to

go to college. Buy my own retirement home. Help out other people besides myself.So why are you sucking

from you parents’ teat, bright young thing? Why are you still depending on other people for your

livelihood, and by extension, your happiness? You can do this by yourself.

Her father demanded that Court Orders

be thrown in the trash, and her mother instructed family members to ostracize her.

Aunt Brie and her husband, now live in Savannah, Georgia with their children and one of the two

youngest Walsh daughters. Aunt Brie tells some hard truths at her deposition about abuse, druggings, and

the reasons why she and her younger sister fled the Chappaqua Estate.

Highlights from Brienne Walsh Deposition:

1) Yes, we were abused.

2) Mom moved to San Franicso to get money from Dad and the Walsh family was well aware of

it.

3) Estranged now, Aunt Brie's family put terrible pressure on her to lie, take down her writings

about the family from her blog, throw court orders in the trash and threats of lawsuits if she did

not.

4) She describes the dysfuntional household where Evie is kept, now fled by one of "The Twins."

She had enough of being treated as one of Grimma's dolls.

5) She provides communications with her family about Mom's drugging of Dad that shows the

family knew what Tara did and the harm that was caused.

1) Yes, we were abused.

Brienne confirms in her deposition that her childhood was abusive and that it was bad enough that

Grimma and Grumpa were sued for custody.

Q: "I'm asking you to think back on your childhood and to just – and if you had to describe it,

would abusive be one way that it could be described?"

A: "Yes, I would."

Then the lawyers delivering subpoenas set a court date to compel us to appear. Mine is next

week. When Caleb saw this, he got very angry and said that we are just going to go to the

depositions and get them over with. When I told my family about this they wanted to have a

quorum so they could scream at us for betraying the family. My family called me multiple

times to scream at me that I didn't know what I was talking about. I could just throw out the

paperwork and ignore the subpoena.

The communication leaves no question the family knew the severity of the crime and references another

Aunt Brie: Brendan wonders if you've ever taken Seroquel, Mark.

Mark: no, I don't think so

Aunt Brie: That shit will put you to sleep.

Mark: I looked it up. It sounds just like trazodone.

Aunt Brie: It's way more intense than that. Brendan gave me some for a flight to China, and I couldn't

move for 14 hours. That's what Steve said Tara drugged him with.

Mark: Thinks she did

Aunt Brie: No it did happen without his consent but the lines were blurred *

* Aunt Brie goes on to explain that Mom excused her actions by claiming the bodyguards and nanny

conspired to put the Seroquel into Dad's wine too.  This is contradicted in sworn depositions. In fact, the

nanny was the person who caught Mom and warned Dad what was happening, causing Mom to

immediately fire her. Later, on the stand, Mom explained that she did it because, "We were living as a

family. I made a family decision." Following the same logic Grimma uses to justify her approach to

medicating the Walsh children.

The

drive, as you well know, is about six-and-a-half hours each way. It is very hard to do every week. The first

week, I was made to turn around by Stephen Walsh and head home without seeing Evie. He acts like Evie

belongs to him.Do you know that Tara lied to the Court about moving out and having a home for Evie? Do

you know that her address is now "confidential" because Maura and Steve Walsh view themselves as

having custody of her and they don't want the Court to know that THEY have Evie at their home? Tara

said, "Things get bad when she tries to leave."I am very worried about Tara and Evie. I think that Tara

needs to be able to leave Westchester if she wants. Do you know Tara's parents threatened to sue Tara if

she moved out. And do you know that Tara writes and posts pictures about being kept in the attic? You

should know these things. They matter. This is the reason why it is so difficult to see Evie, and it always

has to be near the Walsh home. Tara lived in San Francisco with me and my son for many weeks before

Evie was born...and after. Tara was estranged from her family for the entire three years she dated my son.

She hated them and never spoke to them. None of this makes sense. Every time, I have called the Walshes

to find out what is going on, they just hang up on me. Who does that? They have neve asked a single

question about Tara or Evie, or even Evie's family medical history from her father's side of the family.

Something is not right at that house.Generally the visit today went very well. We went to a park and the

beach. We found a crab and had a ton of fun. When Tara called early and asked if Evie wanted to be

picked up, Evie said "No." Evie wasn't being mean to her mother, she just isn't shy about saying what she

wants and she and I have a lot of a fun. Steve's brother has two children a little older than Evie that I

helped raise, and everything went very smoothly.There were some very concerning things, however. Evie

asks about and wants to see her Dad. Tara tells Evie, and says in front of her, BOTH wrongly that her Dad

is actually here at the hotel and that Dad can't be with her because he's "not allowed" by the Court. She

doesn't tell Evie that SHE is the one not allowing. Evie is very confused about this. Evie does not know

why Mommy says Dad is bad. She asks questions about it like "Is Daddy sick." Or, "Daddy are you sick.'

Or, 'Doesn't Daddy miss/like me?' At the same time, Tara makes Evie think Dad is hiding at the actual

hotel! Evie thinks her Dad rejecting her because he is nearby and not seeing her. It's a terribly cruel thing

to do.Tara is extremely paranoid about Dad. She would not provide Evie a a car seat because she thinks he

will "bug" it. I had to a purchase a car seat for the driver, because Tara would not provide. Tara was late

today and Evie was unfed, very tired and cranky. She was crying when she arrived and Tara told me it was

because Evie did not want to see me. It turns out she just hadn't been fed. Tara said she was estranged and

that they had "abused her" and sent her to an awful place when she was young. After Tara was caught

putting drugs in my son's wine and she had the episode where she dropped Evie and sent her to the

emergency room.  Even then the Walsh family never called us. I think we've exchanged just a few phone

calls in six years and they were all to tell me how they didn't want to be involved or to send me home after

driving six-hours to see Evie because Maura was having another breakdown.Tara called and said that she

had a dentist appointment and needed to pick Evie up at about 4 instead of 5:30. It was then that Tara

asked out loud to Evie if she wanted Mommy to pick her up and Evie said no. it Evie made it clear that she

didn't want to go with Mommy. Mommy came anyway and picked up Evie early.Couldn't Tara have

scheduled HER Dentist for a different day or time?

This is not great for Evie and I worry

that Tara does not realize what her parents are doing. They have her so worried that my son is going to

take Evie, but very much act to me like they already have or intend to have custody of Evie when this is all

over.Evie arrived with an injury on her face and [Mom] said Evie had fallen. Things happen to kids I

know, but Evie seems to have a lot of injuries, sickness, allergies. Too many. Evie is not potty trained, and

I don't think anyone is really helping her with that. We made a lot of progress in one day, so I don't know

why this is the case.Tara does not provide diapers when she drops off Evie. That isn't really like Tara, in

my opinion and I worry that she is being pressured to make my visits as difficult as possible. This is a very

long way to drive for a day that Tara cuts short at the start and brings Evie without proper sleep, diapers,

or a car seat. Then picks her up early. She is not taking good care of Evie and is very paranoid about Steve.

Very very very very paranoid.The reason Tara says she does not want Dad to see Evie is because she is

deathly afraid that Dad will "take her." There is no other reason. Steve would not do this despite what

Mom did to him, but I think that child services needs to know what is going on at the Walsh home in

Chappaqua.Evie is fine with strangers, despite what you hear. She knows her Dad, asks for her Dad and

should not be being told that he is here and can't or doesn't want to see her. That is terrible. I am not sure

why Evie can meet strangers at swim practice, strangers at ballet, and a strange driver, and strangers at a

hotel, but can't FaceTime with Dad unless some additional stranger from the Court is there.Maura Walsh

abused and drugged her kids and "Mom" (Tara) sued them for emancipation. They have been warned

many times by police about the things they do. Tara's attorney called CPS on them dozens of times. All I

do is have a lovely time with my granddaughter, but I CAN'T BE TRUSTED with a FaceTime. How many

other fathers in Westchester have supervised facetime calls? If there aren't any, is all of this because that

other Judge is being removed after Steve became a whistleblower?If you saw how upsetting it was to Evie

to keep having her Dad taken from her, again and again, or you could see how wonderful Evie and her Dad

are together.
